(Cambridge, Massachusetts, USA),
AND
ALTAI STATE UNIVERSITY

(BARNAUL, RUSSIAN FEDERATION)

Whereas our institutions are committed to
common goals of furthering internationalization
of higher education, Altai State University (ASU,
Barnaul, Russia) and Harvard University
hereinafter referred to as the Parties, desire to
formalize a mutually beneficial academic
relationship for education, collaboration and
research activities. The purpose of this
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is to
establish a general framework for an inter-
institutional collaboration and formulate general
principles of such collaboration.

1. Scope
Under this MOU, the Parties agree to promote
faculty and student cooperation programs

between their two institutions for educational and
research purposes. Such programs may include:

a) Student exchange for research and study
including the enrollment of qualified students in
the other Party’s coordinated and joint degree
academic programs. Each student involved in
these programs will be subject to the admission
requirements and tuition and fees of the host
university.

b) Exchange of faculty, staff and research
scholars for joint teaching, training and research
activities including collaboration in producing
joint proposals for external funding

c) Joint research in the fields of mutual
interest in accordance with available funds and
joint conferences and publications of the results
of this research

d) Organization and  participation in
seminars, symposia, short-term  academic
programs, and academic meetings
